East Slope News:           

 
Our October artist demonstration featured Bev Lee, Grand Junction portrait artist.  Bev brought along copies of her 

book, and talked about the writing and publishing process for her new book Painting Children. Norbert Nagel 

poised for Bev in natural lighting for 15-20 minute sittings. Bev prefers the natural lighting as it is cooler, and 

brings out the cool skin tones.  She worked on an olive toned surface 400 grade U-art sanded paper,washed and 

sponged with turp and mounted on a board.  Bev shared some tips for models as well as measuring correct 

proportions for a 3/4 pose. When poising for a portrait, Bev suggests having a focus point on the wall and putting 

down tape to keep the model's feet in position. She used her hand to measure the size of the head, and a pencil at 

arm's length to obtain correct distances for facial features.  When measuring she suggests locking your elbow to get 

accurate proportions. There are general rules for placing facial features. The top of the chin and head should be no 

bigger than the palm of your hand, eyebrows and nose off center, and the eyes and ears are equal distance from 

each other, and 1/2 distance between the chin and the nose. Bev talked about getting the horizontal lines in first, 

then the vertical. She takes time with the initial drawing to get the features placed correctly, using charcoal pencil to 

rough in the lines and a soft bristle brush to rub them out.  Once the features are roughed in she begins to add color 

with a blue violet nu-pastel, using a light touch to cover the shadow areas. By completing the shadow side first, she 

is better able to judge appropriate values.  She noted that there is a lot of green in skin tones. Next she builds up 

several layers using pinks for skin tones, grey greens and warm violets for midtones and dark browns to define 

details.  Once the correct value and color relationships are established she moves the pastel around with a nu-pastel 

to blend. The likeness was amazing and Norbert's portrait was a complement to his modeling and Bev‟s artistry. We 

appreciate Bev making the trip from the Western slope to share her expertise and talent.  Bev will be offering a 3 

day workshop in Grand Junction this fall and recently attended a conference in Dallas featuring Judy Carducci. 

Bev's book can be purchased on E-bay and she is represented by Aspen Mountain Gallery in Aspen Colorado.  Bev 

has won numerous awards and has had her work published in Pastel International and Artist's Magazine. 

 

 

Our November demonstration will feature Colorado/Taos Plein Air: Impressionist artist Clive Tyler.  Clive was 

featured in Southwest Art as one of the top 10 artists to watch and collect in 2009.  He teaches workshops around 

the Southwest, and exhibits in galleries in Boulder and Winter Park in Colorado, and in Oklahoma City.  Clive 

Tyler's website is www.clivetyler.com his E-mail is clivetyler@yahoo.com  We are excited to end the year with Clive's 

demo on Sat. November 14th in the annex building next to the ASL from 1:00-3:00.
