A few months after we met, on my birthday, he gave me that picture of the house he 
was drawing as a present and I have kept it on my wall ever since.  It is a treasure to have something someone made and to 
know the person who made it.  
 

I have since gone into working with people with mental illness and I have found them to be greatly talented artistically.  I 
know many of them are like Bill ɀ they encourage me to pursue my passion.  We need to be available to help people like Bill 
through our PSC  organization.  I hope we all will keep our eyes and ears open to opportunities to do just that.

Proceed East on 

Lincoln for approximately 6 miles until you reach the intersection with Parker Road/CO-83. Turn RIGHT onto CO-83 (South) and 

drive for 17.2 miles (at 10.2 miles you will hit Franktown, and at 15.2 miles you will pass 

Castlewood Canyon State Park). Prairie Canyon Ranch is on the EAST side of CO-83. Look for the arched gateway that says "Prairie 

Canyon Ranch - Douglas County Open Space" over the driveway. Turn onto the drive and go about 1 mile down into the valley. You
